Reasons— Last meeting, we added the same wording to wethers that had appeared for does and
bucks — they need to be transferred to the new owners before 90 days of selling them to be awarded the
recorded win for a grand champion or best wether. 1 think, as there is for registering new babies when
they are over a year old or for sending in sanctions late for shows, there should be an incentive or
negative incentive to get these goats re-registered to new owners in a timely manner.

Advantages— | think this would keep our herd book in a more up-to-date state and also may
help cut down on rushes for getting animals registered right before a show as people will not want to
wait and have to pay an additional charge when they wait more than 90 days to get their paperwork
submitted to NPGA.

Disadvantages— The disadvantage might be it would cost our membership a little more money if
they put off doing their paperwork in a timely manner.

Financial Implications — This should help NPGA add a few more $$ to their now overextended
budget during the year.
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
