AGENDA ITEM SUBMISSION FORM

Proposal:

Make recommendations for how to determine that a yearling freshened doe (doe under 2
years old) is indeed freshened and/or change the rules/definition of freshened to being
one that requires a progeny sticker or offspring registration papers.

The current definition for freshened is a doe that has kidded at day 135 or later. All
freshened does must be shown in the Senior Division (Rules for Official Shows E.2 & 3)

Reasons:
It can be hard to tell if a young doe has freshened and dried up due to giving birth to
premature kids.

Advantages:
If a progeny sticker or offspring registration certificate is required this would prevent
cheating.

Disadvantages:
We are not the goat police nor should we be. We should take the word of the exhibitor.
It states in the Rules for Official Shows in Rule number B.3.a:

“It is the ultimate responsibility of the exhibitor that the exhibitor’'s goat(s) is/are entered

and shown in the correct age class and division.”
